Juzur Farasan

The Farasan Islands,
recognized as Saudi Arabia’s
first Biosphere Reserve, span
an extensive area of 820,000
hectares. This sanctuary
plays a critical role in the
conservation of rare and
endemic flora and fauna.

It is especially notable for
housing the nation’s largest
population of Idmi gazelle.

The biodiversity of the
islands is further enriched
by a variety of seabirds and

an assortment of marine life,

including dolphins, whales,
hawksbill sea turtles, corals,
and manta rays, along with
several species of reptiles.
The islands’ relative isolation
has been key in preserving
traditional agricultural
practices, showcasing a
harmonious coexistence

of human life with nature.
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Located in AlUlg, in the western
region of Saudi Arabia, the Harrat
Uwayrid Biosphere Reserve is a
sanctuary for endangered and rare
species such as the Arabian leopard
and the Arabian gazelle. This reserve
features unique vegetation that
thrives on its volcanic rocky slopes.

In the vicinity, around 50,000 villagers
are dependent on agriculture and the
hefding of camels, sheep and goats
for their livelihoods, reflecting their
